ACCEPTANCE IS SUBJECT TO AVAILABLE CAPACITY ACCORDING TO THE STUDENT ENROLMENT PLAN 
(SEP) Alterna�ve and interna�onal qualifica�ons (HIGSCE, IGCSE, NSSC A&O Level, IB Higher and 
Standard Level, etc) are dealt with in a specific manner: 

• While there is a legal impera�ve to submit the cer�ficate of equivalence (issued by SAQA or the 
CHE) it is recommended that the applica�on process be ini�ated while the applica�on for the 
cer�ficate is in process.

CONVERSION OF ALTERNATIVE/EQUIVALENT RECOGNISED CERTIFICATES  

The following table and accompanying informa�on indicate how the University will evaluate the 
various cer�ficates that may be offered as equivalent to the Na�onal Senior Cer�ficate (SA). Where 
possible, the University will evaluate the listed qualifica�ons as indicated. However, the University 
has the right to refer any applica�on to the formal applica�on processes through the Senate. 
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Qualifica�ons men�oned in the table: 

NSC - Na�onal Senior Cer�ficate  

NC-V - Na�onal Cer�ficate (Voca�onal)  

IGCSE - Interna�onal General Cer�ficate of Secondary Educa�on  

HIGCSE - Higher Interna�onal General Cer�ficate of Secondary Educa�on  

SAT Senior - Academic Test/Senior Academic Proficiency Test  

NSSC Namibia - Senior Secondary Cer�ficate  

O-LEVEL - Ordinary level  

A-LEVEL - Advanced level IB Interna�onal Baccalaureate Schools (higher and standard levels)  

 

Please note: As of March 2005, a minimum score of 1500 is needed for admission to a Na�onal 
Diploma, with a subminimum of not less than 460 for Cri�cal Reading, Mathema�cs and Wri�ng.  

Following the HESA requirements, a minimum score of 1600 is needed for admission to a degree, 
with a subminimum of not less than 500 for Cri�cal Reading and Mathema�cs and 550 for Wri�ng. 
The percen�les on the SAT cer�ficate can be used to derive scores for Mathema�cs and English, as 
indicated in the table above. The student’s college entrance cer�ficate (such as the cer�ficate issued 
by the ACE School of Tomorrow) or individual SAT subject tests should be used for the scores of any 
other subjects required.
